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After Mary gave birth to Jesus, she took long strips of cloth 
and wrapped Jesus body in a sort of body-cast to insure that 
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position for nine months.  Then she placed her child in a cow 
dish so that the body will not roll.  
Sometimes I get called to baptize infants in the 

hospital.  Sometimes there is a complication or a premature birth and the mother 
will feel better if I baptize the baby right away.  That means I see a lot mothers 
just after they give birth and I can tell you they are always very tired.  
            Joseph probably told Mary to get some rest and he will watch the 
baby.  Not long after Mary gets her eyes closed are people outside, so Joseph 
goes to check it out and there is a group of young teenagers gathered. If you 
recall King David was a young shepherd when he met Goliath.  Joseph says, 
“Can I help you?”  The teens say, “We came to see the newborn wrapped in 
swaddling clothes and lying in the manger.” Then Joseph says to the kids,  
“How do you know we have a new born wrapped in swaddling clothes? We are 
not from around here and we did not tell anyone.”   The teens say, “An angel told 
us.”  
            Let’s say I was the spokesman for the group.  We go inside and I try to 
explain.  I am probably around twelve years old. I say to a tired Mary, “We were 
standing under the stars minding my own business and all of a sudden this angel 
appears to us.  I am like, wow. The angel said, “Do not be afraid because today 
in Bethlehem a savior has been born wrapped in swaddling clothes and lying in a 
manger. Then the sky filled with angels and they were singing ‘Glory to God in 
the highest.’ It was awesome. I know this all sounds crazy so I don’t blame you 
if you don’t believe us because I am just a kid with a lousy night job.”  Mary 
then says to me, “I believe you.” Why do you believe me,” I ask her.  She says, 
“I believe you because the angel told me the same thing.” 
            I used to go to work with Dad when I was younger.  That is when Dad 
talked to me – going to work. He gave me all kinds of advice that he learned 
from life.  I don’t work with dad anymore. We go fishing together and he still 
gives me good advice and wisdom.  Mark’s gospel says that Jesus was a 
carpenter and he must have learn the trade from Joseph.  That is when Joseph 
and young Jesus probably talked, while they would go to work.  The carpenter 
usually worked in the big cities so there would have been lots of travel time.   
I just have a feeling that one piece of advice that Joseph gave to Jesus was this, 
“Make sure you listen to the angels.”  The angel appeared to Joseph in a dream  
to take Mary as his wife.  I think Jesus remembered that advice.  I think that 
advice was used at the most important moment in Jesus’ life.  When he was in 
the agony an angel appeared to Jesus to accept the fate He was about to suffer.   
I wonder if Jesus remembered his father’s advice, “Make sure you listen to the 
angels.”  
            When I was twenty years old I decided not to be a priest.  Not long after 
that I got a message about reconsidering my decision.  I am glad I listened to the 
message.  I believe, my personal opinion here, that at the most critical moments 
of our lives, at the moments that we need to know something very important, 
God will supply the knowledge.  Someone will be there to deliver the message. 
John calls Jesus the “Word.” He didn’t call Him “Sealed lips.”  No. Jesus is the 
word. That means God communicates with us.  Just make sure you listen to the 
message when it comes.
