I would spend time talking with them and when their visit 
was over, take them back to the airport.  Finally, I would 
clean their rooms and wash the sheets and towels. When I 
finished, I would have done a thousand little thankless jobs 
that no one else wanted to do. I did them so that our guest 
will have a nice visit with us. 

 

I was called to the hospital one day to anoint a 
dying man who had a transplant gone bad. He was sedated 
so I never got to talk to him. Three months later I got a 
card in the mail.  It was a thank you and inside it said, 
"Dear Fr. Peter, Thank you for saving my life." You don’t 
often get thank you cards that say that.  He continued, "I 
don’t know if you remember me, but you came to see me 
in the hospital. After you anointed me, I started to 
improve."  I am very grateful that he took the time to find 
my address.  I also wondered why God chose me to be a 
part of that wonderful miracle. Perhaps he saw me waiting 
at the airport or making a bed for another guest. God loves 
a servant’s heart.  The angel told Mary that Elizabeth, who 
was thought to be sterile, was now in her sixth month. So 
what did Mary do?  She immediately went, in haste, into 
the hill country to help Elizabeth with the household 
chores.  I turn to God and say, “Are you going to allow 
that to happen?  How can you let Mary run to the hill 
country carrying precious cargo? Isn’t that 
dangerous?  Are going to allow Mary, who is carrying the 
Savior of the World,  do household chores? God replied, 
“That is exactly the person I want my Son to be with.  God 
loves a servant.
